Pay-as-You-go Policy
The Joke of the Campaign

Sir,— This claim of the Liberal
party to “pay as you go" is rich—
when we consider their record.

In 1891 on attaining power they
had a statement prepared similar
to our, system of External Audit
claiming  they found a debt of
$171,000.00 and to “pay as you go"
they borrowed $185,000.00—to
cover it.
