Shooting Affray

William 'Gormely a yocung man
about twenty years of age, is in
the Charlottetown Hospital suffer-
ing from gunshot wounds' that he
received, in a ,shooting .affray on
‘Sydney Street on Fridgy night.. Hig

éondition, however, is not serious.
The -whole affair is still shroud-
ed in mystery, and no one seems
to know just how the shooting oc-

According to information from
the police and other sources, Mr
Patrick McKenna, whose home is
on Sydney Street West,
disturbance in front of his house'
about half past ten and came out
to investigate.
