As told to J. V. FitzGerald
Of American School of the Alr,
You can get a berth with one of
the ocean lines as an apprentice 1t
you are thinking of a career at
sea. Or you can go to a nautical
school. California, New York, Pen-
sylvania and Massassachusetts pro-
vide such training. They maintain
chool ships. The number of gradua-
tes is small compared with the grow
ing needs of our merchant marine.
The state and other nautical
schools furnish excellent training.
Students receive practical and

es, Graduates are competent to
perform the duties of junior offic-
ers on merchant ships.

You can come up from the ranks
so to speak. But if you take this
course you will need to study con-
siderably and to have a mind that
grasps the elements of seamanship
quickly. Otherwise, the nautical
school men arz likely to have the
advantage.

Character, ability, courage and
tenacity are important. A love of
adventure, determined and ambit-
ion is also necessary. You will find
great opportunities if you are the
right sort. You will find a liking for
mathematics helpful.

You.can leave a qualified school
and start as a subordinate on
shipboard at $70 a month, Remem-
ber, you have practically .no living
expenses while your are at sea.
Back of passenger and = freight
carrying ships are the shore or-
ganizations. If you mix well® with
people, you will find a chance to
sell passage to travelers,

You can do quite as well finan-
clally as a freight traffic man, It
requires knowledge of economics
and of world conditions to make a
success in this field,

OPERATION ON TWINS WILL BE
MEDICAL MIRACLE IF SUC-

3 CESSFUL

BALTIMORE, Md., July 13 —
Search of medical records yester-
day failed to disclose a parallel to
the case of the conjoined twin girls
separated shortly after: their birth
here three days ago by a daring sur
gical operation,

The children, daughters of Mr.
and Mrs. Albert Forster, of Balti=
more, were “doing so well” today
that a3 second surgical operation,
considered necessary to save their
lives was postponed for a week or
ten days or until a definite change
in their condition takes place.
Dr. Kyle' W. Golley, who was in
charge when the twins were born.
sald he knew of no successful opera
tion on true so-called Siamese twins
and that Johns Hopkins Hospital ob
stetricians could find records of no
successful cases.

Physicians and surgeons expressed
the opinion that the second opera-
tion would be a medical miracle if
successful,

The twins, who weigh four and a
half pounds each and were other-
wise normal, were born without
colons, They were joined at the ab-
domen , it was explained by Dr.
Golley, by a fleshy segment, and it
was judged necessary to operate to
save their lives,

Meanwhile the twins have stom-
achs and small intestines, and
though human life is possible with-
out colon, the second operation is
considered necessary to provide a
normal outlet for body poisons,
Dr. Daniel J. Pessagona, a sur-
geon, performed the initial opera-
tion.
