It is announced that the Govern-
ment of Saskatechewan will prohibit
the importation of harvest workers
from Eastern Canada this year. Em-
ployment opportunities in the grain
fields will be reserved first for job-
less workers in Saskatchewan, and
nest for those of Manitoba and Al-
berta. This is the first. time in the
history of the Dominion that a re-
strictive measure of the kind has
been adopted, but it is rendered
necessary by the acute unemployment
situation in the West, as well as by
premier King's refusal to . vote “a
five-cent piece” for the relief of un-
employment distress.

Marlboro -- Joseph McDonald and
John Gruger, “both seniors in the
Franklin High School at Seattle,
Wash. imbued with g desire to see
the country, left home the day afte,
school closed to cross the continent
in a small car of the popular make
and early vintage. They arrived at
the home of McDonald's aunt, Mrs.
P, H Cross, Highland street, after
thirteen days of travel (and a few
days of rest) having covered 2600
miles at g total cost of $38, aplece
including food, shelter, gas, oil, etc.
They will leave Monday on the next
lap of their trip for Prince Edward
Island, Oanada,

But to begin at the beginning of
the story, the boys pooled their
funds and purchased a 1921 Ford
touring car for $25, remodeled the
back seat so that # could be let
down for sleeping purposes, packed
enough food supplies to last them a
few days, a cooking outfit, and set
out to conquer the world by its high-
ways and byways.

To date they have met with un-

pamalleled success and with no acci-
dents to record, A few minor repalrs
'to the car were necessary but were
%accampushed by the boys so that no
gamage expenses were entailed, When
nightfall overtook them they found
‘n comfortable: free camp, let down
the back seat and retired 'for the
night, They cooked their own meals
during the entire trip.
' The first stop after leaving Seattle
was at Pendelton, Oregon, the
second at Salt Lake City, spending a
day at each place. Two days were
taken to tee the sights of Chicago,
but by the timethey reachedNiagara
Falls they shortened their stops to a
few hours so anxious were they to
reach their destination here.
