Kiev. The river 1s-1,400 feet wide at
this point.

In the advance the Russians al-
so captured Darnitsa, nine miles
east of Kiev, after several days’
fighting, The communique said
they killed more than 6,000 Ger-
mans and destroyed 69 tanks and 78
guns, Much booty and many pris:
cners fell to the victorious Soviets.

come into their own

That's the day when they will
turn on the tap and send “ue rich
crude oil surging from beneath the
earth’s crust across 680 miles of
wilderness for refining at White-
horse, Yukon Territory. The oil is
there. It only awaits completion of
the pipeline to start its long jour-
ney.

How much oil is there at Norman
Wells? That's a question to which
oil experts themselves * would Iike
the answer. P. W. Lambright, pro-
ject manager, and W. L. Taylor,
superintendent, cstimate they can
keep the pipeline filled to capacity
for six years, but won't go beyond

at.

But Dr. L. A. Loudon, head of the
geology department at the Univ-
edsity of Kansas, who was at the
project this summer, says the Nor-
man Field is “much larger than
expected”, and predicts that some
day it will be “like Oklahoma in its
heyday.”

The immediate problem remalins
getting the oil to Whitehorse. First
the line must be completed, then
pumping under extreme winter con-
ditions of the sub-Arctic attempted.
Will the oil remain fluid enough
for easy transmission.?

Technicians hope so, for Norman
oil has a much lower pourpoint, 70
degrees below zero, than most oth-
er oll. However, its stickiness in-
creases at 10 below and experts ad-
mit there may be difficulties if
the temperature of the oll goes
