Holy Name Bowling

Ty Cobb, who was acclaimed by
many experts as the gre.test ball
player of all time, invited a group
of us golfers out to his home to
have dinner one evening. It was
one of the most enjoyable even-
ings I have spent in a long time
and I found Ty to be an intense
student of golf just as he was al-
ways an intense student of base-
ba'l during his years in the major
leagues. )

Baseball is one of my (favorite
sports, but Ty is now so intense
about golf that I am afraid we
weren't very polite as we spent the
evening tadking about our game
and gave him very little charce to
talk about his own. His theory is
that you must think everything
out in advance in sports before you
try to accomplish it and I am in-
clined to agree with him. Another
word for his theory might be:
Concentration, which has been men-
tioned before in these articles.

During the course of the eveniny
twe discussed slumps since I hap-
pened to be in a bit of a une at
the time and Ty asked “What do
you do when you're in a slump?”

1 answered that I went out on
a practice tee and worked with a
number eight iron until I could
get the feeling of the ball. After
which I worked through the var-
ious other irons, 7, 6, 5, etc.

Cobb then went 'info his kitchen
and brought back one of his favor-
ite baseball bats which he keeps
around the house as a sort of good
luck souvenir. Using a pillow for
a plate, Ty went through all the
motions very dramatically /hile he
told us and demonstrated what he
used to do to get out of slumps
during a 154-game schedule,

“In order to be great at any-
thing,” Ty told us, “you've got to
put back into it what you taka out.
I led the American League for 12
years, but any time I went into
a slump I also worked my own
way out of it.

“I would go out to the ball park
early picking up a boy on the way
out to toss the ball to me. I .vould
start out by bunting the ball right
back at him. This helped my tim
ing. Eventually, I was able to hit
the ball harder until I began to
get my timing back and was hitting
the ball again.”

Ty's theory applies to golf as
well. When he was in a slump he
didn't go out and try to hit home
runs, and it _is my opinion that
golfers shouldn’'t go out on the
practice tee and try to get out of
a slump with a driver. Work along
with your shorter game until you're
playing it exactly as you want to
play it and then gradually work
through all the clubs until you
have command of them again.

Most golfers try to hit the ball
200 yards before they have any idea
of the special kind of glminz re=
quired in golf. I doubt if we pro-
fessionals will ever be able to wet
them to do it, but most beginners
would be better golfers if we could
with  the

get them to start
putter and work through the other
clubs.

The same theory applies to_your
game when you're in a slump. Work
out with your putter and your shoit
irons first. After you get them in
shape you'll find that the rest of
your game will come along much
easier,

The same is true in every sport.
It's timing that counts whether it
is hoxing, football, bowling »r ice
hockey. And the way to imp-ove
your game is to go slow until you
have mastered it.

Ty was surprised that we knew
as much about baseball as we -id.
During the course of a conversa-
tion he turned to me and said that
had he coached me as a boy he
would have made a first baseman
out of me. This interested me be-
cause that's exactly the position I
played on the kid teams I was a
member of around Fort Worth.

“I have played baseball before as
many as 70,000 people and never
was nervous,’ Cobb told me.
“What's moge, the roar of the crowd
never bothered me, but when I
have a six-foot putt to make, if a
chickadee sheezes two miles away
I'll hear him and it will upset me
so that I'll want to fling my clubs
away.”
