At Mafeking

“During the course of L-rd Ba-
den-Powell's experience  in . the
army, he was greatly cisappointed
to find how litile the average re-
cruiy knew of the elementary things
in life—how to make a bed. light
a fire, swim, -ind tracks when lost
in the forest or on the p'ain. He
decided that the only thing to co
was to give ‘hem preper instruction
so he started a series of lectures in
1829 which the war office {hou-ht
so much of that thev ordered their
nuilication in boek form with the
title “Aids in Scouting.” This book
was published during the. Boer War
when, as _vou are all aware. Ba-
den-Powell held Mafeking with 890
men for 215 days against a siege
foree of 10,000 Boers. The women
end children wera housad under-
eround all that time. excent Sun-
davs when, under an agreement
with the Boers, thev were allowed
to come to the surface. What to do
with the boys in the citv was one
cf  Baden-Powell's responsibiities.
He had with him two voung o’fi-
cers Major Edward Cecil, a grand-
son of Lord Salisbury. and Second
Licutenant Ro and Phillips a son of
Lord Saint David, a boy of seven-
teen. He gave them his “Aids in
Scouting” and said “Ge and handle
the youngsters on these lines.”
They did and with such success that
Eaden-ronell afterwards declared
thal Mafeking was saved by ihe
first trcon o. Boy Scouts. After the
relief of Mafeking, he siarted the
South African Constabulatory along
the same lines and. his only son is
now an officer in that force. Their
dress is similar to ours. incuding
shorts’ and their training on the
same lines with platoons of six. At
the conclusion of the Boer War,
the South African Constabulatory
took over policing the whole coun-
try including the Transvaal and the
Orange Free State. For reasons that
have not been divulged. the War
Office gave him no promotion a -
ter Mafeking so that during the
years 1902 and 1907, Baden-Powell
was more or less at a loose end,
acting as Inspector Ceneral of the
cavalry of the British army. In
that capacity he visited differen.
countries including Germany, Unit=
ed States of America, Canada, at-
tended the French - cavalry man-
oeuvres. visited Italy. went to South

Africa with the Duke of Con-
naught in_  1906: in 1907 visited
Egynt and the .Sudan, completing
his term as Inspector Genera! of
the cavalry.
