Exploiting The Failure

It must seem incredible to most citizens
that politics should enter into such an import-
ant matter as the Dominion-Provincial Confer-
ence on Reconstruction.

' there any issue, however vital to this country
or the Empire, which he has not exploited for
his own political advantage? His achievements
in this connection date back from the time that
he obfained the leadership of the Liberal Party,
and constitute a record unexcelled by any poli-
tician since the days of Machiavelli.

Ros;' Newfoundland Prospects.

One of the issues to come before the peo-
ple of Newfoundland shortly is whether, or not
to unite with the Dominion of Canada. A writer
in the St. John's, Evening Telegram presents a
rosy picture of what this would mean for the
country. He says in part: .

“If we decide to federate with Canada, the
Dominion Government will build a highway
across Newfoundland, from St. John's to Port
aux Basques; and will put a ferry service on
the Gulf. There is already a Federal trans-
continental highway across «Canada, and this
trans-insular highway in Newfoundland would
become the last link of the transcontinental high-
way. The Dominion Government of Canada
put a ferry service on the gulf separating the
mainland of Canada from the
Prince Edward Island, and maintains it out of
its own Federal funds, at considerable annual
cost, You can ride in your car from any point
in the United States or Canada and never get
out of it; except for meals and rest, until you
stop_at Charlottetown.”

New Outlet For Potatoes

(Saint John Telegraph Journal)
A news item from Hartland says
glucose has been successfully pro-
duced in that town from potatoes,
on an experimental basis. is
might easily prove of the utmost
importance to New Brunswick,

Glucose in its crude state is a
ellow sickly sweet syrup, Refined,
t becomes white crystals. Within
the last few years research has
given it a high rating as an energy
builder and it is beirg used more
and more widely by manufacturers
of candy, jam, pharmaceutical pre-
parations and so forth,

If it can be made from potatoes
as cheaply as from other things,
then our potato growers, thousancs
in ramber, should have a profit-
able new outlet for part of their

crop.

Glucose is not by any means the
only by-product of potatoes. Across
the border, in the United States, a
huge distillery is being constructed
to convert potatoes irto alcohol,
which in turn, will go into plastics
and other materials. :

Nearly all counties of New Bruns-
wick have areas suitable for grow-
ing potatoes, although, so far, the
most extensive commercial growing
ltmsl been in York, Carleton and Vic-
oria,
