Governor-General
Addresses Associat-
ion In Annual Con-
vention At Ottawa.

OTTAWA Nov. 14 —(CP)—Lord
Tweedsmuir told the Canadian As-
sociation for Adult Education to-
night - that  adult education  is
especially important to a country
likke Canada “with its great dis-
tances, its racial and social dif-
ferences, and its divergent econo-
mic interests, for education pro-
vides that common denominator
which builds up a national spirit
and makes possible natfonal unity.”
