PRICES KEEPING UP.

The latest bulletin from the Depart-
ment ‘of Labor touching upon the
cost of living, is for the. month of
March last. It shows that of 260 ar-
ticles of common consumption and ge-
lected because of their representative
character, the price level is the high-
est in at least thirty years. The
price of eggs shows a decline, as is
usual on the approach of spring, on
the other hand animals, meats, vege-
tables and imported fruits advanced.
in other words the cost,of living has
heen steadily increasing although not
rapidly within the past few months.

The fact is that although Canada
is a great agricultural country, there
are many large sections in which the
production is. quite unequal to the
home. demand. Then there is the fact
that city populations are rapidly in-
creasing while in g very large area of
rural Canada the population is eith-
er not advancing or is actvally de-
clining in numbers. In other words
the consuming population increas-
ing quite out of proportion to the
number engaged in producing food-
stufis. What will the end be? The
soaring of prices. higher and still
higher has gone oun for years -now,
and the upward limit seems not yet
to be reached.
