There has been hatred here for
a long time but nothing like the
almost unanimous spirit  with
which men and ‘women in this
sector of the .country look sky,-
ward and say “the dirty blanks.
During the blitz, for - instance,
there existed at least a feeling un-
der all the devastating destruction
that there were enemy people up
there who at least were running
their chance with flak and fight-
ers and halloon barrage cables.
That wasn't something in which a
nameless Thing came at the land,
its gerdens and its people with
no one along to take the conse-
quences.
Years ago and somewhere.in the
course of another war, Rudyard
Kipling, who knew something
about English people and-the way
they think, wrote this down:
«Their voices were even and low

“There was neither ~gn nor show
when the English began to
hate.”

My own conversations with peo-
ple indicate the English now are
hating as they never have hated
before...people like the _pretty
telephonist, going home after an
all-night shift after one of these
bombs dropped... or a policeman,
sighting one in the sky, then
apologizing to a bystanding woman
for the language he had used.

A veteran Fleet Street reporter
who was through the blitz and
practically everything else that has
come at England in wartime, told
me in all seriousness:

‘E‘Thls has ended any chance the
Germans may have had that the
sentiment of the English people
will save them at the peace table

The Nazi grip on all the Baltic states is fast slipping under the Rus-
sian offensive in White Russia, giving rise to speculation that a general
German retreat may be in progress in the north to the Bug River line
covering northwestern Poland and eastern Prussia, That could explain
Nazi failure to hold such powerful White Russian defensive bdstions as
Polotsk and Minsk.

Berlin admission of the collapse of the so-called fatherland front in
Russia within 11 days from the onset of the Russian attack implies that
a flight to the 1939 Nazi Russian partition line in Poland may have bten
ordered from Berlin. It would mean abandonment of all the Balitic states,
but if the Russian drive could be held long enough to permit their com-
plete evacuation, it would effect a drastic shortening of the Nazi defence
front in the east. It also would permit employment of the “east wall” de-
fences, built along the Bug from Brest Litovsk to link up with Prussia’s
eastern frontier. The Russian attack, however, already is menacing Ger-
man escape routes from Estonia, Latvia and northern Lithuania,

Recent hints of Nazi German cfforts tq turn the Aland Islands off the
tip of the Finnish Peninsula into an upper Baltic Gibraltar have been
reported from Sweden.

Nor can Berlin officials doubt that the Russian offensive to force Fin-
land out of the war is closely linked with the westward drive by Red for-
ces. Taken together, the two Russian summer operations represent a mas-
sive move to clear the whole upper Baltic of the enemy and threaten
German supply lines on the lower Baltic.
