NURSE’'S TRYING TIME ]

A nurse attached to the 18th Sta-
tionary Hospital, Mediterranean EX-
peditionary Force, writing to a friend
in Scotland, describes the trying condi- |
tions under which the nurses are liv-
ing in the place where she is station-,
ed. “There are no shops or anything, |
Just-a-desert sort of place;” she says.
“We live in tents and .nurse all pat-
ients in tents, and running from tent
to tent is no joke. We came equipped
for-a hot climate, and here we get
such sudden changes. Just now it is
bitterly cold amd it rains in torrents
and we go about in macks, sou-west-
ers and top boots.  The mud is really
awful.

“Evervone here seems to get ill. We
- have all had a touch of dysentery. We
have not had any letters for such a
long time. We only get a mail once a
week, and this week the weather is too
rough for the ships, I Believe.

“l often wonder if I shall ever land
back home again. Two sisters and a
matron In a camp next to us have died
and one went mad, I believe. We have
not been so unfortunate, but we are
all seedy. We have no warm clothes
here, you see. If you knew anyone who
could send us old papers or magazines
or anything like that 1 should be so
glad.. The boys go mad for something
to read.”

The iron arrows and
fire arrows of the aviators recall anc-
ient days.

The dreadful
favorite ——instrument—of today, the
hand grenade, played an important
role in the seventeenth century. After
practically disappearing for 150 years,
it has now again acquired tremendous
importance.

But the.jokes. 'have become
more pointed. The missives exchanged
are of an unpleasant, hateful charac-
ter, 3 i ’

Thus the bitterness-grows, the mu-
tual scorn deepens, until some  day,
when the enemy, has accumulated a
suflicient stock of munitions, he will
attempt another assault. Till then,
however, the bloody, murderous war-
fare from trench to trench . will con-
tinue with its sacrifice upon sacrifice.
One stands impotent and mournful be-
fore the blind fury of fate. -
