Last
night’s rain storm closely followed
the similar demonstration of the
weather dispensary on Sunday night
when an electrical storm was felt
here which ‘'was severe in.the extreme
western end of the province. This
storm was that which had the de-
structive and fatal “results in north-
ern Nova Scotia as referred to in one
of this morning's despatches.

The Department of Agriculture ad-
vises Fruit Growers that it is very
important that they understand that
Paris Green must not be used with
L. 8. Wash and that the L. S. Wash
must not now be applied at the
winter strenglh. Several persons in
this Province have ~ already burned
all foliage on their trees by using
Paris Green with the Lime . Sulphur
Wash. It is not advisable either to
use less than 3 Ibs of Arsenate of
Lead to forty gallons of water. The
cost - of spraying is very largely
made up of the cost of labor. The
cost of the spray is so small as to bhe
unimportant, so that when one is
spraying the materials should be
strong  enough to kill all the in-
sects. Three Ibs of Arsenate of Lead
to forty gallons of the L. S. Wash
(summer strength) or of the Bordeau
mixtdre is sufficient for the coddling
moth or bud moth. But where the
canker worm or the tussock moth is
likely to do damage four Ibs of Ar-
senate of Lead should be used with
forty gallons of the spray. Arsenate
of Lead will not injure the faliage,
even if put on stronger than this.
The prospect for fruit never was bet-
ter at this time of year, and fruit
growers would do well to attend to
their orchards. Full particulars for
the . care of orchards and spraying
can be had at the Department of Ag-
