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THE RIGHT OF CONQUEST

There can be no doubt when the
United States commissioners at Paris
demand the surrender of the entire
Phillipine group of islands that they
are acting under instructions from
Washington and that President Mec-
Kinley and his advisers are now com-
mitted to the imperialist, or expansion
policy in the fullest form. This is the
more remarkable from the fact that
at the outset Mr. McKinley's atti-
tude was one of resistance to the ad-
vocates of expansion.  His western
tour seems to have been undertaken
with a view to test the public feeling
in regard to the terms of settlement
with Spain. The first addresses de-
livered by him when entering upon
the journey were of a very colorless
character so for as they dealt with the
Phillipine question. ~But be socon
found that the feeling of h;s western
countrymen was in favor of capturing
and retaining as much territory as
possible,and he proceeded to strength-
Ten his discourses along that line until
the expansionists were fully satisfied
that the President would carry out
their wishes, as he is now doing.

The claim to the possession of the
Philippines by right of conquest is &
rather doubtfu! one at best. We say
this, although the prevalent de-
sire of both the British and Canadian
people is to see the United States in
possession of the group. But an in-
finitesimal portion of the islands was
either oceupied or conquered by the
United States arms. One port on one
of the fourteen hundre¢ islands was
indeed captured, but that fact can
