Geologist Dead

(C. P. by Guardian's Special Wir.)
ALMONTE, Ont, - April. 2—A
Canadian who in the practice of
his profession had travelled in
nearly every country of the world
and who, in his earlier years, was
as much at home in the Kara Kum
Desert of Turkestan as he was in
the Canadian woods, Dr. James
MacIntosh Beil O. B, E, M. A, LL.
D, is dead at his home here, Dr.
Bell, who had been in poor health
for several months, died on Satur-
day in his 5Tth year.
Dr, Bell'was first and last an in-
vestigator-—-a geologist, and it is to
his activities that Canadians owe
much of their information regard-
ing the mineral wealth of the Do-
minion.
“In the field of mining, geology
and geography, he occupied an out-
standing position and brought the
name of Canada to the attention of
the world,” said Dr. Charles Cam-
selw, deputy minister of mines,
here tonight. “Dr. Bell was inten-
sely Canadian and he never spared
himself in hig efforts for Canada.”
Born at St. Andrews, Que. in Sep-
tember 1877, the late Dr. Bell was
the son of Andrew Bell, who in his
day had been a distinguished min-
ing engineer, and of Marianne Ros-
amond. His ancestry was Scottish
and French Huguenot. He came to
Almonte with his parents as a
ohild and received his primary edu-
cation in the town schools.

Cabot Strait Is ..
Packed With Ice:

(C."P, by Guardian's Special Wire).

MONTREAL, April 2—Ice condis
tions in Cabot Strait, 60-mile wide.
stretoh of water between New-
foundland and Nova Scotia, wegps
reported as decidedly unfavorahle
by the captain of the Dominiom
Government icebreaker Montcalm
today in reporting to the Depart.
ment of Marine, .

(Cabot, Strait must be cleaved of
ice, by the work of nature, before-
trans-Atlantic navigation may open’
to St. Lawrence River ports, the
passage through the Straits of
Belle Isle, to the north of New-
foundland, not usually being opens
ed for navigation until some weeks
after the southern passage is bes-
ing used.)

The Montcalm, enroute from
Sydney, N. S, to the Magdelen Is-
lands in the Gulf of St. Lawrence
with passengers, mail and freight,
has made little progress beyond
Cabot Strait, She gave her posi-
tion as 25 miles northeast of St.
Paul’s Island and about the samwe
distance due west from Cape Ray,
the southeastern extremity of New-.
foundland. .

The ship was in heavy, rafted
ice and it would be possible, the
captain said, “to walk from here to
Newfoundland.” Another message
stated the ice was “the worst we
ever saw.” Cabot Strait was com-.,
pared in the message to Foxe
Ohannel, which extends north frén
Hudson Bay along the western
coast of Baffin Island, a spot noted
for bad ice conditions.
