What has happened to the world
is that those who sought and now
seek to guide the destinies of man
here pelow in his domestic and
civil life have not poured upon the
world the christian charity and love
of God from the abundance of their
own hearts but rather, the dirty
backwash from corrupt and pagan
hearts. As the old Chinese proverb
has it “you can’t carve rotten wood”,
and you can't carve a rotten lead-
ership and a rotten citizenship into
the foundation of a new and
cristian social order. “To thine own
self be true”, said Polonius of Old,
“and it must follow as the night
the day, thou canst not then be
false to any man.” Guard first of
all, your own soul; keep it pure
and holy and ever on its way
back toits God, and, on that feund-
at'on, build the leadership that you
should give in your religious and
chvil life as a member of Church
and state, It is that which d'sting-
u'shes charity from philantrophy;
Ialms-glvln-g from relief and christ-
|ian_ bretherly - love from humani-
tarianism and sentimental service.

past few years vou were they “for
whem The Bell Tolls”. but, for you,

| “breathing space for her millions
i and release from economic strangu-
| lation™; by Italy as “a place in the
sun,” and by Russia as “universal
atheistic communism.” For the com-
mon man it means a new economic®
order or system.

We must not decry the legitimate
national aspirations of any people,
but, on the other hand, we must not
allow the exaggerated nationalism
of any people or peoples to trample
us underfoot, We must admit and
accept as inevitable a new econom-
fo system after this war but that
does not mean {hat we must stand
jdly by and let ungodly men im-
plant the system under the direc-
tion of Stalin.

The great mistake after the last
war was the implementing of the
fallacy that a nation with millions
of people, with centuries of history
with its culture and its aspirations
could be slowly strangled and con-
demned to lingering death. The
terrible events of today show now
what history could have shown
years ago. Let us hope that such a
terrible mistake will not occur after
this present conflict.

In the past century a great
change was taking place in the so-
cial and economic life of many
countrjes. An industrial revolution
as a result of rapid advance in the
fields of ‘sclence and mechanical
inventions' with its consequent ad-
vancement and acceleration of
world trade and commerce was ex-
plicited for unjust personal gain
and caused, in the course of {enrs,
a concentration of the wealth of
countries in the hands of a few
people. We began then to have what
we have now in full measure, pov-
erty and want in the midst of
plenty.

Authoritative Message

An authoritative = message of
warning to (e world as to  the
consequences of all this was issued
just fifty years ago by Pope Leo
XIII.

Today marks another milestone
in the history of St. Dunstan’s. By
virtue of a charter granted her by
the Provincial Goverament ‘n 1917,
she is today affixing her own seal
to the Bachelor of A:ts dip'cma to
be awarced to the graduates. Heve-
tofore the diplomas granted to our
graduates bore the stamp of ap-
proval of the venerable and scholar-
ly Laval Unive'sity. Our relations
with Laval have extended over al-
most half a century and have always
been most cord'al. During that
time she has graciously granted
favourable consideration to our
many problems as an English-speak-
ing institution and to the many
modificat'ons we have, frcm time to
time, suggested in the program of
studies. We are pleased to an-
nounce that, although we are
grantng our own Bachelor of Arts
degree. we still retain our affilla-
tions w'th Laval as is evidenced
by the fact that three of the grad-
utes, whese homes are in the pro-
vince of Quebec. are today receiv-
ing the Bachelor of Arts diploma
of Laval University.

Enlarged Curriculum

This forward move in granting
our own deg.ees, though completed
only th's spring was begun several
years ago. For the past ten or
twelve years we have been enlarging
our curiiculum and making it more
flexible to meet piesent day needs
so that our students might
given the appertunity of se.ecting
courses for which they have an
aptituce and of preparng them-
selves for professional and other
courses wh'ch they might wish to
pursue after g.aduation.

We realize that a competent staff
was the first requisite in this for-
ward step. Accordingly, several of
our professors attended thas laiger
universitieg for two, three, or four
years and now hold degrees from
such un'versities as McGill, To -
onto, The Catholic Unive-sitr of
America, Angelicum.
