Wilfred Campbell’s Biography
P T—

A writer in the latest issue of The Canadian
Author and Bookman complains of an appar-
ent “steady and ominous decline” in Canadian
literature during recent rs.  Whether this

80 or not, there is no Xo:bt a8 to the unique
place held by the posts of a oceding genera-
tion. Sir les G. D, Roberts, Bliss Car-
man, Paullne Johnson, Archibald Lampman,
Duncan Campbell Scott, Archdeacon Scott, Wil-
liam Wilfred Campbell—these and others form-
ed a galaxy of contemporary poets, all born
about the year 1860, of which any young coun-
try might be proud. The last named, Wilfred
Campbell, who died in 1018, has now found a
competent biographer in Dr. Carl F. Klinck,
Professor of English at Waterloo College, Ont,
His book, just published by the Ryerson Press,
Toronto, is very interestin , not so much for
what it tells about Campbell as for the atmos-
phere it gives of the period.

In his time, as a member of a ploneer group
reflecting the growth of an indigenous Can-
adian culture, Campbell bulked large. It must
be confessed that much of his poetry makes dull
reading today. Tt lacks the music of Carman,
the choice expression of Lampman, and is re-
plete with cliches and resounding platitudes,
Campbell’s aims, however, were always com-
mendable. He popularized Canadian lake scenery
and was an effective propagandist in verse for
many worthwhile causes. One of these was
British Imperialism, and his claim to be called
the Canadian Kipling may still pass unchal-
lenged,

The honors showered upon him at the height
of his popularity are astonishing at this dis-
tince,  Andrew Carnegie ordered a special edi-
tion of 500 copies of his Collected Poems to be
presented to his libraries in all English-speaking
lands,  In Ingland The Spectator referred to
him as “in many ways the foremost living Can-
adian poct.”  The Standerd named him among |
the leading poets of Imperialism: and T.P.s
IWeckly declared that the echoes of his “larger
Britain vibrate over the whole Empire,”
