It has been found in England,
Germany and France that tuberculous
disease in cattle is vastly more prevalent
near large cities than in the more distant
rural districts. It is also to be noted that
in countries where all meats exposed for
sale are subjected to rigid inspectic')n, the
percentage found to be diseased is much
greater than would be generally supposed.
