A pale fox from Russia
also takes a perfect dyve and is
used extensively and although the
dyers now have to state what fur
their dyed article really is, even
at that the dyers success has done
much to change the style in skins.
It is very essential to have a blue
black under fur. This again
looking at the situation from the
dyers standpoint. He can take a
poor skin and make it into so:ne-
thing but it looks dark and dry
and so does a poor skin therefore
