LONDON, June 7—Fighting between
Hooge and Hill 60 in which three or
four ‘thousand Canadian = casualties
have occurred is not yet ended.

It has been the most tremendous ar-
tillery combat known in the British
lines and concentrated on a long nar-
row front line of sections of about a
mile. For three days and nights each
side has kept up its bombardment.

The:Germans with an amazing au-
dacity and assurance, advanced some
of their batteries to a few hundred
yards behind our old positions, and
they had gun after gun put out of ac-
tion.

During the last few days they have
abandoned these tactics as they are
too costly even for the Huns, and their
batteries have been quiet, except
where they, it is thought, were prepar-
ing' a counter attack. The heavy
gins on either side have never ceased,
We have'done tremendous damage to
the light railways and main roads
where were gathered the German re-
serves ‘and the British aerial squad-
rons on Sunday and Monday bombar-
ded far behind the German lines. On
