THEBank ot Montreal must hear the loss
occasioned by the forgeries of Martineau
late of the Militia Department This was
the judgment  handed out by
Justice Anglin, as the result
off a trial held in Ottaws at whjch Mar-
tineau, now a convict in Kingston Peni-
tentiary, gave evidence. The forgeries
amounted to $75,000. Checks were cashed
in increasing amounts at the Bank of Que-
bee, Sovereign Bank and Royal Bank on
the Ba 'k of Montreal which they reached
in the regular way through the clearing
house. The Bank of Montreal disclaimed
linbility and a writ was issued on behalf
of the Government in November, 1903,the
case having been heard in Ottawa. The
judgment makes the Bank of Montreal
liable for 75,000, less $12.450 recovered
from Martineau at the time of his arrest.
The Bank of Quesee and  Royal Bank are
included in the judgment for trivial
amouts arising out of the costs of the
transaction.

Such
was the deliverance of a former resident
of Boston, but for some months past a res-
ident of St. John, to a Star reporter.

Adding §6 Lo each light |
as fair interest on the investment and $1
for taxes the cost of each light would be
about $60.00. This same light cost New |
York $146. Besides having its plant to
show for the success of municipal
ownership Chicago has paid out $375.000.
‘less than the city would have had to pay
for lights alone. Private lighting com-
panies charged in Chicago $200 for each
light in 1888,

Mr, Pholp~ declared that atan experi-
mental ummupul ow nclslup plant eighty- |
five lamps had been maintained for !
eighteen months at a cost of three cents |
a kilowatt. He said New York is pay-
ing companies thirty to forty five per
cent more for its light than Baltimore.
This experimental cost is in striking con-
trast with present charges of 15 cents a
kilowat here.
