State Hospltal in Adirondacks Shows Encour
aging Figures-..105 Patients Discharged.

The trustees of the New York
State Hospital for Incipient Pul-
monary Tuberculosis in the Adiron-
dacks have issued their completed
statistics for the first year, which is
as follows: There were admitted
207 patients, more than half of
whom were incipients. There were
no deaths. Of the 105 patients dis-
charged, fifty-two were apparently
recovered. Twenty-six arrested cases
are reported. Sixteen improved,
while eleven left without any im-
provement. The treatment consists
mainly of outdoor air, wholesome
food and rest. Patients have three
full meals and two or three lun- |
cheons a day, and go of the 30§
gained an average of 10.57 pounds
each, This is certainly most ens
couraging and shows that incipient
consumptives at least can be cured.
