It
is at this point where the mystery and
merits of Christ’s death are effective,
where it produces a reconcilintion, and
:nables man and God to be one again. It
s (uite conceivable that a man may have
v right to do a thing, while lacking the
ability to do it. On the other hand he
way have the ability and not the right.
But in the transgression it appearshe has
forfeited both the right and the ability,
and it is the teaching of the New Testa-
ment that through Christ these may be
vestored. ‘‘But as many asveceived Him,
to them gave e the right to lecome the
Sons of God,” and with the right comes
also the ability. That i to say, all bar
riers have been removed, so Lthal everyone
believing on His name may come into
such relations to God as will ennble him
to say Father, and God to treat him as a
child. This restored relation 1hrough
Christ is spoken of in the New Testament
under the names juslification, adoption,
and sanctification.

Let us think of it irst as discussed by
the Apostle Paul uu 'cr the conception of
justitication. And in so doing we will
have to remember first that it is impos-
sible for us to talk about Spiritual things,
without translating them into the terms
of matter, for by hypothesis Spirit can
have neither length,breadth northickness,
which are the properties or attributes of
matter. And it is easily seen that that
which has no outline can bear no con-
ceivable relation to Time and Space. On
the other haund our intellectual powers
are so conditioned by Time and Space
that we cfn really think of nothing lying
beyond them. This is why we have
always to think of a here by assuming
a there, or a now by assuming a then.
He who thinks that he can transcend fhe
limits of Time and Space in his thinking,
or construct a mental picture without
length, breadth or thickness, let him test
his ability by trying to describe a plank
with only one end. Ile will soon discover
that he-is-only making-anoise, that he is
not snying anything. Soin talking aboult
these great spiritual truths, in order 1o
apprehend them all; we must (st trans-
late them into the terms of matter. This
is what our Lord Himself did in His
similes and parables, The Kingdom ;of
Heaven is like unto leaven which a woman
took and hid in three measures of menl;
it is like a grain of mustard sced which a
man took and cast into his gardevn; and so
we are led by analogy to comprehend

We shall
further have to think of Jesus Christ as
the only begotten Son of God, possessing
all the charncteristics of the IFather, and
then remember (hat Ile is our Elder
Brother and not ashamed to call us
brethren. Remewmbering these  things,
we will begin to appreciate what Christ
has done for us when we are told that He
has given us the right to become the
children of God, to become members of
the family eternal.  Perhaps ic will take
Iiternity 1o unfoll to us all that this
means, but through the analogy of the
family wemay lemrn that each member
becomes a partaker of the family Spirit,
and the whole family is dominated by the
Spirit and geniusy of the IFather.
