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NICODEMUS — A GREAT
RELUGIOUS PLAY

Andrew Young, the distinguished
Nature poet, is the author of & mov=
Ing religious play, “Nicodemus.”
This is not surprising, for its writer
Is a well-known Presbyterian min-
ister, the Rev. A, J. Young, of Hove.

The play was produced on three
evenings during Holy Week of last
year ay St Andrew’s Presbyterian
Church, Cheam, England, to ig
congregaticns. The great reception
accorded it made its publication in
pook form imperative, for in the
years to come many churches which
recognise the value of religious
drama will gladly use it, not only
during Holy Week but at other sea-
sons of the Church's year. 1t may e
added in this connection that if only
those in the churches who hesitate
in the.r support of the growing
movement tor religious drama could
see Mr. Young’s “Nicodemus” their
misgivings would be removed, The
play is published by Jonathan Cape.

The beauty of the lines at times
is beyond description, ~There are
three ouls ng characters in the
play: Ni mus, John and the
Blind Man; while minor parts are
played by Judas, FPeter, Calaphas,

etc.
As to the play itself, there are John

three scenes. The first reveals the
door of the ‘house where Jesus is
staying when Nicodemus calls; the

cond is the hall of the Hewn Stone
when the Sanhedrin meels; the last
{s near the Holy Sepulchre on the
morn of the Resurrection.

The m of the play has been
specially 1posed by Miss Imogen
Holst, daughtec of the late GuStay
Holst, ¢t famous composer, and it
blends beautifully as an undertone
for the dialogue, helping the inter-
pretation of Mr. Young's verse
with & quiet dignity- which un-

Method: Have lamb breast or
shoulder cut into small cubes,
about 1 1-2 inches in s.ze. Dredge
them in flour and then brown weli
on all sides in hot melted short-
ening, Season with salt and pep-
per, cover the meat with water, and
simmer gently for about 1 hour.
Pare potatoes and carrots, and peel
onions, and add to the meat, and
aock until the vegetables are ten-
er.

About 15 minutes before urvi.ni
drop dumplings on top of the mea
and cover the pan with a very
tight-fitting cover and cook with=
out removing the cover for 15 min-
utes. It is important that the
liquid in the stew be at the sim-
mering point before adding the
dumplings.

MINT DUMPLINGS

2 cups flour

4 teaspoons baking powder

1 teaspoon salt

1 tablespoon lard or shortening

1 cup milk (about).

1-4 cup finely chopped mint

Metnod: Sift the flour, then
measure it and sift again with the
salt and baking powder cCut in the
shortening or lard, and add enough
milk to give a smocth dough, Add
the chopped mint at the last, and
drop by srooafuls on top of pro-
jecting pieces of meat or vegetable
in the stew. Cover tightly and
steam for 15 minutes.
