Majesty King George reviewed the
‘whole' of the Canadians quartered on
Salisbury Plain and the townships and
Lamlets round fbout. This was the
second time His Majesty had shown
his regard for the forces sent by the
Dominion to the Motherland in payving
them a personal visit of inspettion,
for some wecks before Chrisimas the
King, accompanied by Queen Mary
and attended among others by the
late Lard Roberts and Lord Kitchen-
er, joutneyed to Salisbury and made a
thoruugh inspection of the soldiers of
the Maple Leaf.

Today’s visit, like the previous one,
was characterized by an absence of
marked ceremoniousness, Fis Majesty
left Waterloo at nine in the morning,
being attended by Lord Kitchener as
far as the railway station. Lord Kit-
chener did not proceed further, the
King later being attended by  Sir
Charles Cust, R, N., and Major Clive
Wigram. Arriving at Amesbury short-
ly before eleven, His Majesty was met
by General Pitcairn Campbell, com-
manding the Southern division, The
party immediately entered a royal car
attached to a light engine and pro-
ceeded direct to  Hamilton Camp,
which adjoins the railway.  Three
hundred yards away on a stretch of
Brass were drawn up Canadian “roops
of all arms. Men and horses looked in
splendid condition. The sun gave its
welcome brightness to the spectacle
and high overhead several military
aeroplanes were circling, His Majesty
on alighting immediately greeted Gen-
eral Alderson and his staff, and
straightaway proceeded to inspect the
lines. This done the King returned to
the saluting base and took up a poci-
tion where the Royval Standard was
floating. Promptly at noon the march
past began to the strains of a regi-
mental band which was directly fac-
ing His Majesty. Near the King there
were standing General Campbell, Gen-
eral Alderson, Sir Charles Cust, Major
Clive Wigram, Major Generzl Altham,
Colonel Carleton Jones, (ol. Bridges,
General Hickson, General Sir Arthur
Durward, Col. Hamilton, Sir Henry
Walker (general manager, I.. and 8.
W. Railway) and Col. Lloyd.
