I solicit for him your con-
tinued help and support in this
great work of community build-

Rural Beau‘ification

“The committee in charge of
rural beautification in this Prov-
ince has been doing a grand job.
and the contest they conducted
during the past year has had very
beneficial results. Already we see
great improvement in our farm
homes all over the Proviuce. I can
assure all those who are directly
connected with this work, that the
Federaticn is heartily behind them,
and will give them every support.

“Beautification of our
hcmes and buildings Is very essen-
tia] in gettng the maximum satis-
faction in home life, but I would
ike to go a little further, and rec-
ommend a coutest in which, for
instance, we might feature farm
management, weed control in the
root crop, etc.—things that have
a more direct bearing on our’in-
come and financial position. T
mention theze things in passing in
the hope that something
these lines might be attempted in
the' near future.

“It" was my privilege to aftend
the annual meeting of the Feder-
ation cf Agriculture held at Win-
nipeg. If I shculd attempt to bring
you a full report of the proceedings
it would take many pages. I am,
therefore, just go'ng to tcuch on
the highlights. Two of the out-
standing addresses of the conven-
tion were made by Sir Andrew
Jones, British Food Miuister in
Canada who atterded the meeting
and Sir Jchn Boyd Orr, whose mes-

'sage came by radio.

Preferred Position

“The points stressed by Sir An-
drew Jones dealt. principally with
Canada’s position on the British
market. He stated
bacon, eggs and other products
stand high in the British market
today. He urged the Canadian
farmers to take full advantage of
this preferred position, and uot
allow their ccompetitors to take
this market away from them. Qual-
ity and continuity of supply are
two of the main things necessary
to hold this market.

“Sir John Boyd Orr, in his add-
ress outlined the food requirements
of the people of the world and
made a strong appeal to the Can-
adlan farmers to do all within their

| power to produce food for export

to these hungry people. For us
eastern farmers to take a challenge
like this seriously, the first thing
that comes to our minds is the
question ‘Have we ample supplies
of feed available for all kinds of
livestock?’ The answer at the pres-
ent time is ‘No, our feed supply is
very low.’

“One of the depressing facts
brought out at our convention in
Winnipeg was the scarcity cf all
kinds of feed grain for our eastern
Cansadian farmes® and it was point-

[ed out that the major difticulties

in gétting ‘sufficient supplies from

the West at present were due to :

the-shortage of cars and the ser-
fous show cdondition,

“It does appear, therefore, that
we shall see a great shojtage of
livestock feed 'In eastern Canada

“Rright here I do not think it
would be wise to advocater a gen-
era] increase in our livestock pop-
wlation. If we can -maintain our
present production and livestock
population, we will do well with
the present feed supplies available.

“These disturbing facts bring us
once again to the matter of graim
supplies within our province, and
I hope our resolution committee
will take full advantage of our
predicament, and bring in a strong
resolutien regarding grain  sup-
plies.

Marketing .

“The matter cf marketing was
again a subject of much discus-
sion at our Winnipeg meeting, and
there is a Dominic-Provincial
Marketing Conference being held
the last cf this month at Ottawa
to make a final demand on the Do-
mivion Cabinet for Dominion mar-
keting legislation. When the time
comes that we have our Provincial
set-up complete, many of our prob-
lems arising can be handled more
effectively.

“I feel quite certain that under
a proper system ¢f marketing we
cculd put some order into the sale
