TRAVELLED 4500 MILES
O NLAND WATER

OTTAWA, Sept. 8—A journey of
4,500 miles on the inland waters of
,Canada’s great northwest gives an
idea of the vastness of the Domin-
ion. Such a journey has just been
concluded by the commissioners of
the Indian department and his party.
They started early last spring from
l8dmonton, the journey from there
being as follows:

dmonton to McMurray, 250 miles
on scows, 90 miles of this distance
being rapids; to Lake Athabasca, 190
miles by paddle steamer; to Kast End
of Lake Athabasca (Frond Du Lac)
185 miles; back to West Knd at Fort
Chipewayan, 185 miles; to Smith land-
ing. 90 miles; Portage to Fort Smith,
16_miles; thence to Fort MacPherson
on the MacKenzie Delta, 1,200 miles.
These distances were duplicated on
the return journey. The long trip
down the MacKenzie river was made
on one of the Hudson Bay company’s
steamers. In the whole 1,300 miles
there is but one rapid. The Indians
visited were in good condition, They
had had a good fur season and were
prosperous and contented. The de-
partmental party consisted of N, A.
Conroy, Ottawa; Commissioner L. L.
Amothe, Ottawa; and Dr. A. L. Mc-
Donald, of Alexandria, Ontario.

HUMAN HEAD SEN'T TO
SULTAN ABDUL HAMID

VIENNA, Sept. . 7—The story of a
grim discovery in the BRritish postof-
fice in Constantinople is related by
the Austrian newspapers.

Awong a heap of undelivered par-
cels were found "a  wooden packing
cage consigned. to the éx-sultan Ab-
dul Hamid. Inside the case wak ‘a
leaden casket. The casket was open-
ed, and in it lay a shriveled, wither-
ed human head. !

The Viennese journals state that a
laconic note was also enclosed in the
case, stating that the head was that
of the murdered Midhat Pasha, the
first Turkish premier, forwarded nc-
cording ' to instructions to convince
|the sultan of his death. The latter
statement is improbable since the ex-
ecution ‘of Turkey’s ereat liberal viz-
ier took place at Taif, in Arabia, in
1884 and its details were well known.
The murder, in their remote place of
'exile, of Midhat and two of his
fricnds  was cavried out with. cruel
barbarity. Their deaths were official-
ly attributed to fever. The story of
tne assassination is told in the ‘‘Lifc
of Midhat Pasha,”” written by his son
who receives a pension from the
Youne Turkish government, and lives
in Constantinople.

The head found in the British post-
oftice is said to have been posted in
Tripoli in April, 1909. This makes it
probable that it helonged to some
one assassinated in the weeks of
fierce plotting carried on by the sul-
tan before the outbreak of the coun-
ter revolution in that month. Under
another theory it may have bheen a
head sent to the sultan by a Young
Turk as that of Midhat, with the in-
tention of inspiring him with terror
and remorse.
