other country,” the Egyptian de-

He repeated forecasts that such
an attempt would bring a blood
bath in the Middle East.

This was not resorting to threats,
ne said, but was merely “the exer-
cise of foresight.” Conflict would
be inevitable.

The debate in the Palestine com-
mittee ended witk the shortest
speech on record, delivered by
Afghanistan’s Abdul Hosayn.

“The people o! Palestine must
have the right to dispose their
own fate,” he said. “We cannot
support any of the report’s recom-
mendations.”

Russia’s attitude was mnot un-
expected. It had been accurately
forecast in U. N. circles for the past
day or two.

The Soviet Government 'put up
a third-string man—Semen K.
Tsarapkin—to present the Russlan
policy.

He said his counry would have
preferred the minority recommen-
dation—a plan for a federalized bi-
nationa] country in Palestine—but
sald that obviously could not be
carried out because of tension be-
tween Jews and Arabs.

New Russian Charges

Earlier the U. N. political com-
mittee had a typical day in which
Russia and her satellites brought
al] kinds of grave charges against
the United States.

Main event was a Russian at-
tempt to put through a resolution
that the General Assembly hold
Greece responsible for all the
troubles on her borders, order all
foreign troops withdrawn from
Greece and establish a U. N. com-
mission to administer American
eid to Greece.

In the economic committee Sov-
fet delegate Aruthinian charged
that the internationa] bank and
fund were “discriminating against
certain nations,” and were likely
to “become branches of Wall
Street.” Because they had loaned
money to the Netherlands, he said,
they were promoting the war
against the Indonesians. .

J. P. Cubillas of Cuba said Rus-
sia had “no moral right” to talk
about the bank or fund since she
had refused to join either agency.

The Greek-Balkan matter now
goes to the General Assembly for
approval of the United States
resolution, passed in the commit-
tee, setting up a Balkan watching
committee.

Russia and her Slav assoclates
have determinedly asserted and
repeated that they will have noth-
ing to do with the committee and
it is assumed they will not allow
1t to visit the border countries.

Both Russia and Poland are on
the proposed committee over their
own objections, placed there at
the Insistence of Canada whose
delegate, J. L. Iisley, argued last
week that the place should be pre-
pared for them if they should re-
sent and co-operate.

Tomorrow the committee takes
up another controversial item,
the U. 8. resolution for an interim
committee of the General Assembly
to sit throughout the year.

Heads Agricultural
Services At Ottawa

The appointtment of James Gor=
con Taggart of Ottawa to the posi-
tion of director in chief, Agricult-
ural Services in the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture is an-
nounced today by the Civil Service
Commission. This is the hifhest
ranking post in the Dominion Pub-
lic Service ever to be filled through
the process of open competitive ex-
amination,

The appointment of a director-
in-chief of Agricultural services re-
flects the new situation of the De-
partment  resulting  particularly
from the growth of Canada's par-
ticipation in  international food
problems. In this post Mr. Taggart
will assist the Deputy Minister,
Dr. G.S.H. Barton, in the admin-
istration and co-ordination of tht
many services and branches of the
Department and will act as the
Department’s representative in the

work of major interdepartmental
meetings.
Mr. Taggart, who will shortly

take up his new duties, is now the
chairman of the Agricultural Pric-
es Support Board. During the war
he held the post of Foocs Admin-
istrator in the Wartime Prices anc
Trade Board and was chairman as
well of the Meat Board. He has
been actively associated in the
post-war period with the work of
various committees on food and ex-
ternal trade.

Mr. Taggart was born at Parrs-
boro, N.S, and obtained his early
education there and at the Nova
College, sub-
sequently graduating from the On-
tario Agricultural College with the
degree of B.S.A. This was followed
by addiional stucy at the Uni-
versity of Wisconsin and a normal
school course at Camrose, Alberta.
His work in the fleld of profession-
al agriculture began prior to World
War I, when he served as agricul-
ural representative in  several
countles in Ontario. Later he' be-
came an instructor in the Agricult-

Union Speakers Address
Largely Attended Meeting

Before a large audience in the
Sporting Club Saturday evening
Mr. T. R. Jones, secretary of
Local 282, United Packinghouse
Workers of America (C.1.O.) stated
it was the intention of his Union
to remain on strike until Canada
Packers agreed “to give us a liv-
ing wage so that we can feed and
clothe our chlidren on a level
commonly accepted as the mini-
mum standard of a civilized com-
munity.”

Mr. Jones said the men of his
Unlon were as anxious to return
to work as the farmers were
anxious to have them. He realized
lie said, the seriousness of the sit-
uation. In spite of the claims ad-
vanced by the Provincia] Govern-
ment, “things were not going very
well at the plant.” The daily re-
ports released to the newspapers
gave the people an impression not
in accordance with the facts. It
was now costing the farmers of
the Province seven times as much
tc have a hog slaughtered at the
plant as it did when the Union
was doing the work. The Union
had killed the hogs for Canada
Packers at a cost of 11 1-2 cents
per hog; now the Government was
paying & 1-2 cents to have a hog
slaughtered. ’

The Provinclal Government, Mr.
Jones said had tried to break the
strike. Contrary to its statement
that it was not taking sides be-
tween the Union and Canada
Packers, it had sent men to every
Union member to try to persuade
those members to become “scabs”
by returning to work,against their
Union's orders. Of the 70 men in
the Union, two had returned to
work. They were now blacklisted
across the country and would lose
their jobs once the strike was
settled.

Mr. Jones said the statement in
the advertisement in the press that
the Government was offering per-

Primate Replies

In a brief but powerful address
the Primate thanked the Lieutenant
Governor, the Premier, and all
those presént in an official capac-
ity, for their attendance at the ser-
vice.

He was pleased, he sald, to see
such a large congregation and he
hoped that those present had come
more for the purpose of worship-
ping God than for the purpose of
seeing the Primate of the Church
of England in Canada.

As for h'mself, he realized his
unworthiness for the high office to
which he had been called. The of-
fice had not been of his choosing.

i
But when the 27 Dioceses of the
Canadian Church of" England met
in, conclave, then he believed their
choice was the Will of God and to
that Will he had bowed. Singe the
great task of leading the Church
of England in Canada had, theres
fore, been thrust upon him, he
needed the prayers of every Christ-
ian in order that he might, the
Spirit of God sustaining him, do
his share for Christ in his day and
generation.

The Primate stressed the virtue
of humiliation. “Though God has
seen fit to exalt me”, he said, “I
trust that I shal] never depart from
that humility which must always
be present in a follower cf the
Lord. And so I ask your prayers
that T may ever walk humbly be«
fore that Cross of Jesus Christ.”

Thanking the Anglican people of
trthe Province for their splendid
evangelical work, the Primate :aid
the knowledge of their devotion to
the cause of Christianity was and
always would be a source of deep
satisfacticn to him.

Commenting on the first meet«
ing of World Churches to be held
at Amsterdam, Holland, next year,
the Primate said he planned, God
willing, to attend. There was a
great work which all the various
Ohristian denominaticns could do
by working in harmony without
necessarily infringing upon the ine
dividual doctrinal differences pe=
culiar to each denomination.

The Rev. Canon Malone and the
Rev. J.T. Ibbott assisted at the
service by offering prayer.

The Hallelujah Chorus was sung
by the cho'rs of “St. Paul's and St.
Peters with assisting choristers
under the direction of Mr. R.F\
Mugford, organist and choir mas«
ter of St. Pauls.

After the concluding of the sere
vice w.th the Blessing of the Pri-
mate, a reception was held in St.
