I was in too much pain and too
weak to move, We lay together all
day in the hole, expecting every min-
ute almost to be hit, and at night
Peters crept out and foraged among
the dead for scraps of bully beef and
‘iron rations’ and water from their
bptlles.

Private Taylor is a single man,
about 25, and before the war worked
in a factory in London. He was seven
times rejected for the army owing to
the fact that he is blind in the right
c¢ye, but as he was otherwise fit he
succeeded at last in evading the sight
test by a feat of memory and has de-
veloped almost to a marksman, fir-
ing from the left shoulder. Although
he is still obliged to use crutches he
txpects to recover the use of both
limbs,
