U. M. W. people also are preparing
to arrest as many of the coal opera-
tors of this province as they can
reach on a charge of conspiracy.They
allege that the operators have form-
ed a combine to keep up coal prices,
that the consumer finds that where-
ever he turus the price is the same at
the ‘mines, and’ that this is done by
an illegal combination in restraint ‘of
trade. There was a rumor that war-
rants had already ecn issued against
_the coal operators, but inquiry show-
ed that nothing of this kind had so
far been done. It is learned, how-
ever, that the issuance of such war-
rants is under serious consideration
by the U. M. W., and developments
‘may be expected in a day or two.

SABKVILLE, N. B., Oct. 3—The
washout that occurred on the 1.C.R.
at one o'clock yesterday afternoon
delaying 7 trains for over 12 hours
and five for over six and flooded four
thousand acres of marsh land along
the Memramcook River Lroke through
the embankment again this afternoon
and delayed two through expresses
for five hours.

Owing to the heavy gale bLlowing up
the Bay of Fundy the tides were un-
usually high breaking through the
dikes on each side of a ten mile
stretch of river to the extent of a-
bout fifty feet every fourth or half
mile and flooding the marshes on
both sides of the ratiway. The dyke
broke and the water carried away the
railway embankment in two places,
one near Upper Dorchester exténding
for about three hundred feet and one
near Dorchester about half that size.
‘A wrecking train was sent from
Moncton at six o'clock and fifty men
were at work all night and this morn
ing at 9.30 the first train passed east
The men wereikept busy all day only
to have their work wrecked at high
tide this afternoon. The water came
through at both places once more
making a swift current under the
track at a larger break over four
feet deep. Another twenty car ballast
train arrived from Moncton and emp-
tied its contents into the torrent. Ii
took four hours to fix the second
break at Dorchester.
