SHIPPED OUT COMPLETE
FROM BRITAIN.

The first cement works to be
built in Iraq hias been shipped out
there complete from a famous
British steel works.

It includes a large plane fcr
crushing limestone, large mills for
grinding the limestone and clay to
the necessary degree of fineness, a
rotary kiln, 300 feet long, for
burning {he raw materials, another
large mill for making finished ce-
ment, and an Ingenious machine
which automatically packs the
product in paper sacks.

The works which will turn out 250
tons of cement a day will be able
to increase the output, should the
gemand warrant it, to 600 tons a
