DIVINE SERVICES PLAYED
' ON BARREL-ORGAN

(British United Press)
LONDON, Oct, 26.—The only church
in England where the musical part
of divine service is still played on a
‘barrel-organ as it was more than a
century ago has just been discovered.

It is the Church of St. Thomes a
Becket, at Brightling, which was built
before the Norman Conquest, and
stands on the highest pomnt of the
Sussex sheep downland.

For more than eighty-two years the
organ has been played by father and
son. Mr. Henry Croft, who is in his
eightieth year, and has lived all his
life in the village, has turned the
handle every Sunday for forty-two
yesrs.

His father, James Croft, was “or-
ganist” for forty years, .

The barrel-organ has six stops and
two barrels, each containing twelve
tunes. One barrel contains hymn
tunes for Lent, Easter, Christmas and
other festivities, while the other con-
tains chants, psalms and voluntaries.

We have had an American organ, a
modern pipe organ, and a harmonjum
in recent years, hut the barrel-organ
has survived them all.”

John Fuller, who gave the barrel-
organ in 1810, and was a wealthy if
eccentric landowner, built a great
pyramid in the churchyard to serve as
his tomb.

1t bears no name to date, only a
verse from Gray's Elegy, and its or-
iginator's memory is perpetuated loc-
ally by the description of “Fuller's
Folly.”
