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INVASION OF CANADA ?

The German Ambassador was recently indiscrect
enough to state in New York that Germany would not
allow the Monro doctrine to prevent her invading Canada
Next day he repented his indiscretion and made the
announcement that Germany's promise to the United
States with regard to South America would be applicable
to North America. Just what this means is not very clear;
“a scrap of paper” would be as binding between

anyvway

Germany and the United States as it was between  Ger-
many and Great Britain.
The United States recognize this and are now  dis-

cussing the position in the event of an invasion,

A few years ago there was a popular belief that the
TUnited States had nothing to fear from Europe, so long
as the forts would withstand the attacks of the prospec-
tive enemy’s fleet. The thousands of miles of ocean in-
tervening between America and Europe was regarded as
an absolute safeguard against invasion. Now, however,
six-day ships capable of carrying thousands of soldiers
and all the necessary equipment and supplies for them
have reduced those thousands of miles materially.

Any country that could control Canada or Mexico, or
even force a landing along the coast, and could eliminate
the U. 8. navy—could place an armed force of considerable
strength on this continent within a comparativaly shert
time, Canada has sent men at the rate of 10,000 at a
time to England right now, and the first installment of the
Canadian army sent for service in Europe runs as high
as 32,000,

It is conceivable that a much larger army could be
sent to the United States. It might take a month  for the
actual transportation, slowing down a large fleet to the
speed of the slowest vessel, but a month is not such a
long time, hardly more than would be required in the mob-
ilization of a large army in the U. S, and, if what Repre-
sentative Gardner recently said is correct, our friends to
the south might experience considerable difficulty in com-
bating an army of invasion.

("anada is in no better position and in so far as Ger-

ernment admit as much when they now make provision
for an army of 30,000 for home defence. Discussing the
new departure a writer in Beck's Weekly, Montreal,
says:

“It may be all very well to rely upon Great Britain's
continued supremacy on the seas, but accidents will hap-
pen and it is a foolish householder who waits until his
house takes fire before taking out insurance. Although
little has found its way into the Canadian press about it,
there is a considerable agitation going on among the Ger-
man residents of the United States for a raid on Canada.
Demonstrations hostile to Great Britain and the Allies
have been held in a number of the large American cities
and a committee is at work fomenting others. In Detroit
~—just across the border—ten days ago the pro-Germans
held a mass meeting which was attended by ten thousand
people, and at which public speakers indulged in the most
inflammatory talk against England. That those who at-

tended were in earnest is shown by the fact that a  fund
of 520,000 was subscribed to aid the German cause. One

of the Detroit papers pointed out that if the British-Amer-
icans and the Canadian-Americans in Detroit had
to undertake a rival demonstration it would have
pletely overshadowed the German as to numbers and en-
thusiasm, and might easily have led to an actual out-
break of hostilities. The paper complimented the pro-Brit-
ish residents on their good judgment and censured  the
Germans for violating the spirit if not the letter of the
rule of neutrality which the American Government s
anxious to preserve.

“In Cincinnatti a similar pro-German demonstration
was held, at which a raid on Canada was openly advocat-
ed and warmly cheered by all present. In Chicago and
other cities the pro-Germans have also shown their hand,
and it is said on good authority that the plotters are busy
all along the easters border.

“In these it would seem to be the
height of wisdom for the Government to be prepared for
eventualities, and I am glad to see that the movement for
home defence has taken a concrete form, No time should
be lost in equipping and arming the men—there will bhe
no difficulty about getting them-—and in securing the nec-
essary guns and ammunition for protecting our shores.”

A proclamation has just been issued prohibiting for-
eigners other than U. 8. citizens crossing the boundary.

From the returns so far received” in con-

yet by any means beyond possibility. It is sincerely hoped
that those who have so far shirked their duty will, before
it is too late, so increase their giving that neither they
nor their children will have cause to regret that they had
not been killed in the war before the subscription lists were
opened.
As an example of what others of our Islanders abroad,
as well as at home, are doing we might mention one case
that came to our notice only yesterday. Mr. Malcolm
McQueen, barrister of Winnipeg, who is visiting his former
home in Orwell, and his partner in the lawfirm, have each
subscribed $20 a month to the Patriotic Fund during the
continuance of the war. Mr, McQueen, in addition to this
has three houses rented free during the continuance of
the war because the heads of the families are at the front,
This represents a contribution of $110 a month tor Mr.
McQueen during the continuance of the war. He informed
us that he is personally acquainted with many people in
Winnipeg who have undertaken to pay $200 a month dur-
ing the contiunance of the war. Such support as these
men are giving is something worth while and while, pos-
sibly, many of them can well afford it, it shows genuine,
tangible patriotism and sacrifice, as well as willingness to
share the burden that must be borne by the Empire be-
fore this calamity has been wiped out.

PATRIOTIC MEETING
It is quite possible that several reasons conspired to
make the Patriotic meeting, called for last Tuesday even-
ing, the failure that it undoubtedly was. The weather
was bad and there were other attractions. The failure
of the meeting, notwithstanding all this, was regrettable,
We do not for a mement attribute the absence of
citizens from the meeting to any desire to evade con-
tributing to the fund. Our citizens generally are generous
and when solicited for contributions to any worthy cause
arc always ready to respond liberally but there is apparent:
Iy a deep rooted antipathy to attending meetings, It
was, we presume, generally understood that the main ob-
ject of the meeting was to present a report as to what
was required of the people and to solicit subscriptions to
the patriotic fund. Believing that they already knew the
need and quite satisfied that any methods adopted would
be satisfactory, they contented themselves with waiting
for the collectors.
It would have been more satisfactory had the meet-
ing been well attended. A moveément of this kind re-
quires the enthusiasm that can he inspired only in the
crowd and it is hoped that the adjourned meeting will he
held as soon as possible. There is much organization
work to be done and the citizens should be present in
force to approve of the arrangements that may be con-
cluded,.
There is a good deal of comment on the fact that our
military men were not present in force but citizens who
were not present themselves can ill afford to throw stones
in this direction. Nevertheless, it is to be regretted that
our military " organization has S0 far
deterjorated that a small contingent was not availabie for
parade at a patriotic meeting. We suggest that when
the next meeting is called the military be asked to be pre-
sent in a body and in uniform. There are, we believe,
enough military men still left in the City to make a credit-
able parade and their presence would be an attraction and
all appropriate setting to a patriotic meeting. Besides this
it is quite possible that, as has been done in other cities,
their services might be required as solicitors to canvas
the city. The work of canvassing, if conducted in whirl-
wind fashion, as is generally done, would be completed in
a day or two. The thing now is to get started and to start
right. The patriotic fund will shortly be needed. Our sol-
diers are, if not in active service, on their way there and
their families are to be looked after. There will in  all
urobability be widows und orphans  who must be carej
for and the time to prepare for this is now. The other
funds are well in hand. We still owe for the patriotic
fund, and the people are ready to pay their share,

HEALTHY RELAXATION

A London doctor advises not only his patients  but
people generally to indulge in some light reading every
day in order to shake off the cloud of melancholia that

threatens through constant dwelling on the horrors  of
war. z

There are few conditions thaf are utterly devoid of
humour and perhaps the one that comes nearest to absolute
absence of this saving grace is war. Yet we read of the
soldiers cracking jokes in the trenches, amid the rain of
bullets and bursting shells, nicknaming the most deadly
of the enemy’'s guns and hurling derisive shouts at the
poor marksmanship of the gunners whose aim failed to
carry death into their ranks.

And this grim humour becomes contagious
them, and sustains them in many a fiery trial, although
subdued and quenched often no doubt, when the stern
reality takes a companion or a friend. But they ha¥%e
neither time nor place for sentimentalism.

Only a little less gruesome than the actual conflict is
the constant perusal of the harrowing details of slaughter
of suffering, of inhuman cruelty and the ever present fear
as to the outcome. In the face of all this the London doc-
tor's advice is timely. Commenting on the advice an ex-
change says:

To a certain few a book of favorite poems has the
longed-for effect. A bracing walk does the work for others,
and to all there should be much that is refreshing to mind
and body in our bracing October air. We all have our pet
luxuries, the thing to which our thoughts turn instinctive-
ly when we plan for, a real treat. The plan should be to
indulge in a bit of such luxury at the present when we
have got the misconceived idea that because the whole
world is turned topsy-turvy we are going to help adjust
matters by keeping our nerves strained to the breaking
point and our minds troubled with the idea that to worry
must be our appointed recreation. Such notions are worse
than ridiculous. If Tommy Atkins can play football and
crack jokes in the trenches, surely we can once more seek
our favorite armchair, place our feet at the most comfort-
able altitude and lose ourselves in the engrossing thrills
of the latest “best seller,”

~ COMPANY LAw

In Cases of Concerns Incorporated
Under Act of the Dominion

PLOW COMPANY WINS APPEAL

Ruling by Privy Council is Important,
Involving Provinces' License Rev-
enue

LONDON, October 27.— An import-
ant judgment, involving company law
in Canada was delivered by the privy
council yesterday in consolidated ap-
peals from the British Columbia Sup-
reme Court in John Deere Plow Com-
pany vs. Theodore Wharton and Gar-
net Duck, with the Attorneys-General
for this Province and the Dominion
intervening, The appellant company
was incorporated in 1907 by letter pat-
ent, issued under the Companies Act
of the Dominion. The letters patent
purported to authorize it to carry on
throughout Canada the business of
dealer in agricultural implements. It
has been held by the Court below that
certain provisions of the British Col-
umbia Companies Act had been valid-
ly enacted by the Provincial Legisla-
ture. These provisions prohibit com-
panies which have not.been incorpor-
ated under the law of Province from
taking proceedings in Court of the
Province in respect of contract made
within the Province in the course of
their business, unless licensed under
the Provincial Companies Act.. They
also ‘impose penalties on a company
and its agents if, not having obtained
a license, it or they carry on the
company’s business in the Province.
The applicant was refused a license
by the registrar. It was said that there
was already a company registered in
the Province under the same name,
and the provincial statute prohibits
the grant of license in such a case.
The question which has to be deter-
mined is whether the legislation of
the Province which imposed these
prohibitions was valid under the Brit-
1sh North American Act, What their
Lordships have to decide is whether
it was competent for the Province to
legislate so as interfere with the car-
rying on of business in the Province
of a Dominion Company under the cir-
cumstances stated. The distributiorn
of powers under the British North Am-
erica Act, said the Privy Council, the
interpretation of which is raised by
this appeal, has been often discussed
before the Judical Committee ana
tribunals of Canada, and certain prin-
ciples are now well settled. The gen-
eral power conferred on the Domin-
ion by S. 91 to make laws for the
peace order and good government of
Canada, extends in terms only to mat-
ters not coming within classes of sub-
jects assigned by the act exclusively
legislatures of Provinces, but if the
subject matter falls within any of the
heads of 8. 92 it becomes necessary
to see whether it also falls within any
of the enumerated heads of S. 91 for
if so0, by the concluding words of that
section, it is excluded from the pow-
ers conferred by S, 92,

Turning to the appeal before them,
the first observation their Lordships
make is that the power of a Provin-
cial Legislature to make laws in re-
lation to matters coming within the
class of subjects forming No. 11 of
S. 92, the incorporation of companies
with provincial objects cannot extend
to a company such as the appellant
company, the objects of which are not
provicial; nor is this defect of power
aided by the power given by No. 13,
property and civil rights. Uuless these
two heads are read disjunctively the
limitation in No. 11 would be nugatory.
The expression “civil rights in the
Province” is a very wide one, extend-
ing if interpreted literally, to much
of the field of other heads of S. 92, and
also to much of the field of S. 91, but
the expression cannot be so interpre-
ted, and it must be regarded as

eX-
cluding cases expressly dealt with
elsewhere in the two sections, mnot-
withstanding the generality of the

words, 1If this be so, then the power
of legislating with reference to the
incorporation of companies with oth-
er than provincial ob-
jects must belong ex-
clusively to the Dominion Parliament,
for the matter is one not coming with-
in the classes of subjects assigned ex-
clusively to legislatures of Provinces
within the meaning of the initial
words of S. 91, and may be properly
regarded as a matter affecting the
Dominion generally, and covered by
the expression “the peace, order, and
good government of Canada.”

It follows from these premises that
those provisions ef the Companies
Act of British Columbia which are
relied on in the present case as coni-
pelling the appellant company to ob-
tain provincial license of the kind a-
bout which the controversy has
arisen, or to be registered in the Pro-
vince as a condition of exercising its
powers, or of suing in courts, are in-
operative. For these purposes the
question is not one of enactment of
laws effecting the general public in
the Province, and relasting to civil
rlghts, or taxation, or the administra-
tion of justice, it is in reality whether
the Province, and relating to civil
status and corporate capacity of a Do-
minion company in so far as that
status and capacity carries with it
powers conferred by the Parliament
of Canada to carry on business in

every part of the Dominion. Their
Lordships are of opinion that this
question must be answered in the

negative. They think the legislation
in question really strikes at capacities
which are the natural and logical con-
sequences of incorporation by the Do-
minion Government of companies with
other than Provincial objects. These
appeals are allowed, and judgment en-
tered for the appellant company in
the action Wharton vs. John Deere
Plow Company, with costs. The ac-
tion by the company against the re-
spondent Duck must, ufiless the part-
ies come to-an agreement, he remitt-
ed to the Court below to be disposed
of in accordance with'the result of
this appeal. As to the interveners the
Attorney-General of the Dominion and
the Attorney-General of the Province,
there will be no order. As regards
costs the respondents Wharton and
Duck must pay the costs of the ap-
pellant company in appeal, excepting
80 far as these have been
by the intervéntions,

company holding a Dominion ¢harter
does not require a Provincial license
to do business, Ontorio will lose ahout
half a million dollars of revenue.
