THE BADLY .FITTED PISTON -

Expensive To Tolenate

Ong, thing that is absolutely fatal
to the ‘successtul operation of a cac
is the presence of ill fitting pistens,
and this ‘includes the fitting of the
rings as well as of the pistons them:
selves. In the hurry of quantity
productioh, not a few cars are put
into service*with this initial defect
and fail to give good results until
it i3 corrected, but as a rule, loose
and leaky pistons develop only aft-
er long usage or after a failure ot
cylinder iubrication which has ruo
sulted m the scratching or “scor-
ing"” of cylinder walls and pistons
and perhaps the breaking of rings.
A single failure of engine lubrica
tion may work more harm as to pis-
ton fit than years of normal opera-
tion and it is-‘especially to be
guarded against with the fuel now
in use, The first indication ‘of
faulty piston fit is very often the
oil-fouling of spurk»plugu\whicll, it
it develops suddenly, without any
charge having’ been ‘made in lubri-
cating conditions, is a fairly sure
sign that piston-rings or-even pis~
tons and cylinder bores require at-
tention. If a cylinder will not
tightly retain its charge of gas,
when it is hand-cranked
its compression stroke and both in
let and exhaust valve are known
to be tight, it s proof positive that
the charge leaks past the piston-
rings and pistoit, assuling that
there is no leak at the spafk-plug
or around the head gasket. The
leaky piston results in deminished
bower, waste of fuel and ofl, rapid
carbonization and ultimately in

A cylinder with a leaky piston Ics:
es much o fits charge before it is
fired ‘and the explosio
upon the piston is thu®s greatly re-
duced, with a corresponding re-
duction  of power.  The escaped
fuel is worse than lost, for it ent-
ers the crank-case and thins the
oil, while the ,0il that passes the
leaky rings forms deposits on the
piston heads and elsewhere. After
piston and cylinder wear has gone
sufficiently far, enough looseness is
developed so that the piston, in-
stead of running smoothly, “cock$
up” in the cylinder bore, striking
its upper and lower edges against
it and producing the peculiar rattl=
ing knock, known as “piston slap,”
which in most engines, is pronounc-
ed when they are suddenly accele-
rated.
