YOUR CHILDREN.

(Youth’s Companion.)

It was a shrewd saying of a very
wise man: “It.ig not much that I
can do for my children, but I never
want to lose sight of myself at their
ages— then the little I can do done
more intelligently.”

That seems a simple rule of.follow
but it is not. We are apt to view our
children’s actions and motives and
feelings from the standpoint of our
own advanced experience. To graying
middle age the ease and audacity of
hopeful youth' seem foolish, if not ter-
rifying. .\We feel. as we.should if we
were to see a man walking gayly a-
mid snares and pitfalls of which he is
utterly unaware. Our habit is to
break out in sharp warning and re-
buke, which often .  startle .careless
steps into the very trap that a happy
instinct might have ayoided.

MEMORIAL TABLET WITH
“MURDER" INSCRIBED NOT
- ALLOWED IN CHURCH,

LONDON, Oct, 18-~ “The wall of &
church is not an appropriate place to |
perpetuate hatred,” was the reason
given by Sir Philip Wilbraham, chan-
cellor of the diocese of Chester, when
refusing to permit a memorial tablet
to a victim of the Lusitania in a
Holyoke church to bear the inscrip-
tion, “Who was murdered on the
Lusitania by the Germans.” i

The word “murdered,” Sir Philip
said, would have to be taken out of
the tablet. The chancellor then sug-
gested that  the ‘inscription should
read; ‘Who lost  his life  when the:
Lusitania was’ torpedoed by the Ger-|
mans.” This was agreed to.

GROWING .POTTED .PLANTS .

i Fria]

A writer in° Woman’s World dis-
courging on the care of potted plants,
warns against bringing the plants in |’
from the garden and putting them 1in
pots too large for them. The reason
is, we canot duplicate in a clay pot
the environment and mechanical con:
dition of the soil out doors, and ex-
perience has demonstrated that plants
do best when a pot which will bare-
ly contain the roots, being shifted on
to larger pots only when the present
ones fill with roots to such an extent
as to become pot-pound.

The soil for potted plants should be:
light and poreous. Any good garden
loam will do as base, but it should be
that. which has been manured last
spring.  This soil, with one-third its
bulk of leaf-mould from the woods,
should have a dusting of bene meal
added and then mixed,

As to the pots used, the warning is
given that no painted pote is fit to
grow plants in, as plants are breath-
ing entities, both by their roots and
foliage, and the paint cuts off their
supply of air, Pots are made poreus
on purpose to supply air to the plants
Do not use pots of metals, or “stone-
ware,” which is burned hard which is
practically impervious to water and
air. Bronzing pots is even worst than
painting, as the bronze puts on a met-
allio coating over the pots.. TUse the
soft, red, porous clay pots, as they
come from the maker; and you w:il
the best succass.

The pct, of course should have
drainagn in the bcttom, and sce to. it
that the draining does not: close up
the hole which will be founl in the

 bottom of the pot. This is vitally im-

portant, as no plant will do well with-
out good drainage.

Another vital point in the watering
of the plants. “They should not be
watered until the top soil is dry about
half an inch, and then give them a
thorough soaking. The practice of
frequently watering the top of the pot|
will soon ruin the finest plants. Give
the plants as much sunshine as youw
can, and protect them from draughts
of rold air, and see to it that the air
is kept moist by the evaporation of
water during the day. These are small
things, but the total of them adds up
the requirements needed for suriessful
plant’ culture indoors.” {

UNPRECEDENTED B
QUALITY OF WHEAT
VIA PORT OF NEW.YORK.

NEW YORK, Oct. 18.— What is
said by grain men to be the largest
movement of Canadian wheat thro-
ugh the United States ever been re-
corded is now going on through this,
port. Records of the produce  ex-
change, including Friday, Oct. 15,
show that 4,265,791 bushels have been
brought here from Canada since  ‘the
early part of August and reloaded on
steamships, mainly for England,
France and Italy. This wheat, in or-
der to avoid the payment of a duty of
10 cents a bushel, comes through in
‘bond. i

The Canadian wheat crop, estimat-
ed by grainmen for this season :at ap-
proximately 832,000,000 bushels, is
one of the largest in the history of the
dominion, and compares with 266,
000,000 raised last year.
