Dr. Thomas found
that the administration of three or
four tablespoonfuls of honey per
day, during the illness, preserved
an “exceptionally good pulse.”
‘Ancther writer commenting wpon
this, tells us that it is the vitamins,
both fat soluble and water- soluble
vitamins found in the honey, that is
responsible for the above helpful
