Isle Of Skye

The following interesting etters
Wwe.e received by Mr. and Mis, C.
H. Black from their son Lieut. G
F. Black, who was recently on leave
I Scotland, having been inyited to
Visit at Dunvegan Castle, Isle of
Skye. Lieut. Black’s paternal grand-
mothier was of the MacLeod clan.

“Dunvegan Castle, 19 July, 1942:—
This is being written in the Lib-
rary at Duavegan. I have been
here since Fr.day, and gmn beng
most hospitably entertaineq by the
present Chief of the Clan, Flora
MacLeod of MacLeod. My room ‘s
in the old Keep, perhaps 14th cent-
ury. The narrow windows, through
walls 9 feet thick, .cok out over
Dunvegan Loch, and the small is-
lands toward Harris. I have been
shown the treasures of the castlz,
the Fairy ¥lag, the Dunvegan Cup,
Rory More's Drinking Horn, and
the rest. Almost below my rcom is
the dungeon, carved in the rock,
which has entrance only througn
a trap door overhead. From this
room can be seen the old sea gate,
and in the distance the MacLeod
Tables, flat topped mouniims, To
the south are the Coolin Hills, dark,
mysterious, and usually cloud capp-
ed. Yesterday, an unusualy  fine
day, I saw them from the top of
a nearby hill.

In the morning yesterday I was
out in a ynotor boat witn the keep-
er and his assistant hauling up logr
ster traps and trolling. In the afier-
noon I was-shown through tae ime
mediate estate by the MacLeod of
MacLeod, and later went out shoot.
ing rabbits. Today is Sundav and
a strictly observed one here. In a
few minutes we are going to the
kirk fn the village and
later I hope to take a waik for
miles round about, With her cous~
in here is Mrs. Mitford, whose father
was Canon MacLeod, brother of Sir
Reginald, the late Chief, She is visiz~
ing, and leaves for her home to-~
morrow.
