Tri-Partite
Pact Of 1942

LONDON, March 1—(Reuters)—
Officlal quarters in London take
an extremely serious view of
decision announced today by Mos-
cow radio to keep .Soviet tronm
in'Iran after March 2, the date by
which they were due to be with-
drawn under the terms of the til-
partite pact of 1942, It is under-
stood the matter will be taken up
through diplomatic channels and
that Britain will shortly state her
attitude.

The announcement that Rus-
sian troopa are remaining, ex-
cept in rtaln eastern  dist-
pots, nendlnx clarification of
the situation, caused  genernl
surprise in London,

Diplomatic observers said even
if the Soviet troops were to re=-
main in Iran at the invitation of
the Iranian. Government — which
has not so far been indicated—
there would on the face of it be a
breach of the treaty, a trispartite
instrument, signed in Tehran Jan,

. Thus Britain and the Sov=
iet Union have obligations to each
other as well as’ to the Persian
Government.

Decision of the Soviet Govern=
ment to keep troops in Persia for
the present is considered by Lon-
don observers to be the more sure
prising for two other reasons:

1. The, Soviet reply to the
United States note on with-
drawal of the troops from Iran
dated Nov. 29, 1945, stated:
“The Government of the U.S,
S.R. is guided strictly by the
time limits .established in that
treaty (the pact of 1942) for®
the stationing of its troops in
Iran.”
