darkness;” of these as “walking after
the spirit” and of those as “walking

after the flesh?” If such a difference ;
exists, and if it be a real difference— '

that is to say, if it be a difference in
moral quality and moral character,
then we are neither presumptious nor
illogical in calling these “the saved”
and in calling those “the lost.”

That such a line of division may be
drawn is evident from a casual obser-
vation of human society. And a more
studied view reveals the fact that, in
some cases, the distance between these
and those is so great as to create be-
tween them a gulf ‘'of immeasurable
width and abysmal depth. There are
classifications based upon superficial
differences—differences of social rank
and culture, differences of custom,dif-
ferences of appearance and conven-
tion, but all such differences disappear
when we approach the moral realm.
But the disparity of soul, of which we
are now thinking may exist, and does,
in fact, exist, in spite of similarity in
caste, education, raiment and custom.
There ig a far greater difference  De-
tween two rich men, aristocrats, one
of whom is good and the other evil,
than there is hetween a rich man and
4 poor man who are alike good.
