personality, must be an adept in
handling patents, must be able to
chserve symptoms. Thus it was seen
that the superintendent of nurses
has a great responsibility.

There was a similarity between
the medical profession - and the
nursing profession, in the irregular-
ity of life and habits demanded.
Both nurses and dogtors have very
responsible positions. Mistakes were
always costly, as a mistake in those
professions cannot be remedied as in
other vocations.

Among the attributes necessary to
a person starting practical nursing
after training, was the ability to
cope with and overcome ditficult-
ies.

A nurse who wished to please and
satisfy patients, doctor and relat-
ives should have tact in dealing
with delicate situations.
