DR. LITTLE

The guest speaker of Convention
was Dr‘.mGeorge Little, who stated
that the president of one of the
Canadian Brewing Companles, in-

formed the company’s stockholders
in a letter accompanying the cur-
rent dividend checks that “your
company is recommending that
present, prices be maintained be-
cause current Indications suggest
that the volume of sales will in-
crease sufficlently to absorb the
additional taxes and provide for
improved profits.”

“We urge a campalgn of war
time restrictions. This was expect-
ed by drinkers who have stocked
up until some stores are completely
empty, and we must not disappoint
them,” sald Dr. Little.

“Dr. Courtenay Weekes stated
that ‘One of the most remarkable
features of the Great War period
was the world-wide recognition of
the menace of alcoholic beverages
and especlally in industrial efficl-
ency. Russla, Germany, France,
Ttaly, Great Britaln and Canada
all restricted the sale of alcohol.’”

BRITAIN'S EXPERIENCE

In Great Britaln from almost
every point of view, it was seen
that alcohol was hindering the ef-
ficlent prosecution of war. Naval
and military authorities, (soth
medical and disciplinary), the
leaders of industrial and economic
life, officers in the transport and
munitions departments, in factories
and shipyards, all realized that the
precautionary measures which had
been taken under the defence of the
realm act, at the outbreak of war,
were insufficient.

In 1936 Lloyd George in a fore-
word to Lord Snowden's pamphlet,
“BEnd This Colossal Waste,” wrote:
“During the war. drink was rotting
our national effort at equipment
in a deadly fashion. It became a
choice betwesn alcohol and victory.
Only by taking stern measures to
restrict the use of liquor were we
able to maintain the industrial ac-
tivity which ecarried us through.”

AN ALLY TO ENEMY

Again in 1939 drink is playing its
old role as a dangerous ally of the
enemy forces. “Have we any right
to expect a victory over our ex-
ternal foe If we do not combat this

foe within our borders?” Dr. Lit-
tle asked.
At the beginning of the Great

War prohibition was urged to con-
serve foodstuff by the Board of
Control. This measure of restric-
tion made a soectacular drop in
cases of convictions for drunken-
ness—188,000 in '913 to 20,000 in
1918 for men and from 36000 to
7,000 for wemen, The resu s of this i
increased efficiency was less lost|
time, fewer accidents and soldiers

“For any form of sustained labor,
manual and mental, a'cohol is a
deterrent,” Dr. Little stated, “Yet
the head of C=anada Brewery Co.,

For mdximum military efficiency
We must restrict drink as it is a
danger to the officers’ mess and
parents have a right to know that
their sons are not exposed to un-
necessary temptation. We cannot
protect soldiers from venereal dis-
eases if we allow full access to al-
cohol.

“The victims of alcohol go to
jail, not the man who says “in-
creased sales and increased liquor
dividends in war time.'” the speak-
er said,

RESULTS OF VOTES

In 102 local option contests, 73
of them were dry victories and 55%
dry ballots. In Uxbridge on Sept.
21, after 20 dry years, they had a
local option contest and the vote
was 639 dry to 215 wet ballots, a 3
to 1 vote for the drys which rep-
resents typical public’ opinion since
war has 2een declared.
