The Twenty-fourth Annual Exhibi-
tion of Prince Edward Island was for-
mally opened by His Honour the
Lieutenant Governor yesterday morn:
ing under what might be termed aus
picius circumstances, in view of the
fact that this was the fifirst occasion
in the history of the Asgociation which
found the /rovince destitute of a
gingle military unit which might be
present, the last contingent of gallant
goldiers raised in the Island having
left the day before for active service
in defence of the Empire. The Presi-
dent of the Exhibition, Mr. Frank R.
Heartz, presided :at the customary
meeting in the main building, which
was appropriately decorated with the
Britidh colours, 'and a number of able
addresses ‘were delivered by proml-
nent citizens, who without exception
expressed their aimiration of the me:
ritorious ‘work of the Association, and
the high standard of excellence which
the exhibits showed. The farmers
this year deserve the' greatest com-
mencation on the quality of their pro-
duce, which reflects the greatet cre-
dit not only on themselves but on the
Province as a whole.

The speakers were the President,

He fully anticipated a continuance
of the Live Stock Commissioners’
grant. ~ He thought that the Exhibi-
tion, good as it was, was not up to the
standard it should be with such a
country as we have. The Associa-
tion had endeavoured, by offering lar-
ger prizes in certain classes, to en-
courage those classes and increase
the exhibits in them, with an appre-
ciable result. He urged more compe-
tition. The farmers might not rea-
lize it, but.it would be far better, he
thought, to be third in a class of 10
than first in a class of 3, and he had
no doubt there were a great many
farmers who, coming as mere specta-
tors, would go away greatly benefited
by what they saw, and many would
realize that they themselves had as
good animals at home as, if not bet-
ter than, those they saw. Unless
the farmers took an active interest in
the Exhibition they showed a lack of
patriotism and loyalty to their native
province.

The President then complimented
Professor Clarke of the Experimental
Farm on the excellent work done
there; and the short courses that were
being held, he said, were proving of
considerable benefil. He said that thet'c
must be more competition and more
exhibitors taking part, if the funda-
mental principles of the Exhibition
were to be carried out.

President Heartz then referred' to
the amusements, which he said were
of a higher order than previously, ana
more wholesome. In connection with
the horse races Le pointed out that
the veteran horseman of P. B. Is-

cellent in every particular, and he
thought both the President of the As-
sociation and the farmers deserved to
‘be congratutated o the splendid show
before them. He pointed out that
interest on the part of the farmers
was indispensable to the success of
the Exhibition, and those who did not
exhibit would learn a great deal from
what they saw. = He urged the great
importance of co-operation pointing
out that co-operation was the secret
of success, evidenced especially by
the work of the Allied nations;—Bri:
tain' and her colonies, he said, were
co-operating as well as Britain and
her: Allies. ;i
His Honour congratulated the Assos
ciation on the success of the Exhibl-
tion and attributed no small part. of
that success to the painstaking and
enterprising efforts of Mr. Heartz, the
President. . He *then declared the Ex-
hibition formally cpen.

Hon. Murdoch McKinnon, Commis-
sioner of Agriculture, then spoke. He
gaid that the Provincial Exhibition
was one of the most important and
most interesting occasions in the
course of the year, and the present Ex-
hibition he regarded as a great suc-
cess. “We meet to-day,” he said,
“under more favourable circumstan-
ces than we have met perhaps in many
a year. - The season opened favour-
ably, the weather was all that could
be desired, and we have more than an
average crop haryvested and well un-
der  cover.
