Churchill and Mr. Truman re-
celved honorary degrees, the form-
er Prime Minister .called for an
end to the “quivering, precarious
balance of power” which-he as-
serted offered a temptntlon to

In his acceptance of the de-
gree and after Mr, Churchill’s
address, Mr. Truman made his
plea to the people to implement
the UN.O. charter “as the law of
the land and the law of the world.”

The President, however, made no
reference to the suggested Anglo-
American alliance and offered no
criticism of Russia. Saving he had
met both Mr., Churchill and Gen-
erallssimo Stalin at Potsdam for
the first time Jast summer, the
President added, “I became very
fond of them... they are men and
they are leade!‘s in thls world to-
dav when we need leadership,”

As vital support for the United
Nations Organization and the best
means of maintaining the peace.
Mr. Churchill advocated:

1. Joint use of all naval and
air bases of either the United
States or the United Kingdom
“ull er the world.” ,
ntimate” relationships be:
twecn Anglo-American military
advisers, common study of “po-
tential dangers,” similar weapons
and manuals of instruction and
“interchange of officers and ca-
dets at colleges.”

Asserting the permanent defence
azreement between the Un“ted
States-and Canada should be “ex~
sten ed tor all the British Common=
wealths with full reciprocity,” he
declared:

“Thus, whatever happens, and
thus only we shall be secure our-
selves and able to work together
for the high and simple causes
that are dear to us and bode no
1ll to any.”

Except in the British Common-
wealth and in the United States.
he said, “the Communist parties
or fifth columns
growing challenge and peril
Christian clvilization.”

A_crowd estimated to number
several times the 8,200 population
of Fulton turned out for a glimpse
of the President and -the former
Prime Minister. Police estimated
10,000 more welcomed the party at
Jefferson City, the State Capital,
where it changed from train to
motor cars for the final lap to
this college town.

Mr. Churchill expressed admira-
tion for the Russian people and
Marshal Stalin  and  “repulsed”
the idea that “4 new war is in-
evitable” or “that it is immin-
ent.”

“I do not believe that Soviet
Russia desires war, What they
desire is the fruits of war and
the indefinite expansion of their
power and doctriies”

The Russians, he said, admire
nothing so much as strength “and
there is nothing for which they
have less respect than for milit-
arv_weakness.”

To prevent another “awful
whirlpool,” he said there must be
a “good understanding with Rus-
sia this year on all points under
U.N.O. authorities with sunport of
the world organization “by the
whole strength of .the English-
speaking world and all its connec-
tions.”
