COMPLAINT MADE
AGHINST ENGLAKD

Foreign Visitors Who Come
to the Country.

Say that they are Unable to Keep
Clean in its Dense Atmosphere
of Smoke and of Soot.

A writer in the Manchester Guardian
eays that foreigoners who visit English
cities and towns have a real grievance on
the score of the dirty atmosphere. It is
smoky and soot-laden; the streets are
dirty, and after a few hcurs' sigbtseeiog
the foreigners think they bave found sn
ad:quate explanation of the pational de-
votion to the tub, The writer proceeds to
apportion the blame for this state of un-
cleanliness:

“For long one has been content to be
wail the smoky atmosphere of English
industrial towns and to attribute it
mainly to the bleching stacks of factories
and workshops, Yet recent years have
seen much attentfon given to the wors!
offenders among the factories and work-
shops, aud a great improvement in their
furnace appliances, so that in many
towns there is little grouni for com-
plaint. Nevertheless, the smoke nuisan e
continues, and one has oaly to climb 10
some commanding position whence th:
town as a whole can be seen to discover
that the hundr:ds of domestic hesrihs
are largely responsible for the evil.”

The domestiz hearths on the continent
are free from blame in this respect, and
the factory chimneys, althouga guilty of
belohing the b'ackest smoke, are gener-
ally gathered into one quarter. He thus
explains the better behavior of continent-
al domestic chimneys: o

“The fuactories, I think, account for this
—the first is that there is a great deal of
labor in regard to the preparation of food
saved In continental towas., Workmen,
business and professional men, all classes
of society, use the restaurant much more
frequently than we do in Englaad. It is
for them more thun un eating honse; It
has something of the function of a club,
and, besides saving house labor, it af-
fords opportunities for cocial intercourse
which are highly valued.

*‘Of conrse, there is a great deal to be
said for our Eaglish home life with its
close-knit ties when that home life is at
its best: but how often, from lack of the
stimulus of outside ideas, from the nar-
rowing especially of the woman's hori-
zon through her slavery to the family
needs, does our home life tend to run in a
narrow and straight groove, dead to all
that is outside the daily round!”

The writer omits to mention, though he
doubtless realizes the fact, that uniil
Britieh restaurant keepers are content
with something less than the cent per
cent profite which they. now endeavor to
squeeze out of their customers, tLey will
never become popular. He attributes the
comparative cleanliness abroad tothe use
ol slow combustion stoves in place of the
mediaeval open fireplace,
