Mr. MacGuigan, leader of the
8.D.U. team began by defining
nationalization., He based his arg-
ument upon the assumption that
frelght rates were too high and
proved that such was not the
case, He proved that the C.P.R.
had a good record except during
the depression and showed that
the system had a good history.

The second speaker on the
U.N.B. team, Mr. O'Brien, stated
that cheap transportation was ne-
cessary in the Maritimes, and ob-
tainable only by nationalization.
He discussed the C.P.R.'s sur-
plus and their application for in-
creased freight rates pointing out
that the surplus should be used.
He cited the Toronto Transporta-
tion Committee as a sample of ef-
ficlent nationalization and sald
that in view of this C.P.R. could
be more efficient if nationalized,
He based his case partially on the
P.E.I brief to the Transportation

Commission.
Mr. Keefe, second speaker on
the S.D.U. team stated that if

C.P.R. were nationalized it would
be statism and socialism. He show-
ed that our one nationalized rail-
way had had a record of ineffic-
fency, political influence and de-
ficits and that if natlonalization
of C.P.R. were so treated it would
be neglecting a lesson of history.
He advanced the de-nationaliza-
tion of the O.N.R. as the solution
of the railway problem.

In the rebuttals the 8.D.U.
speakers attacked the arguments
of the visiting speakers terming
them to be socialistic. Each U.N.-
B. debator singled out the argu-
ment of one S.D.U. man for at-
tack in their rebuttals,
