There should be some means of
identification. It is true that many
thousands throughout the civilized
world are identified by their clean
lives, their outspoken denunciation of
evil in all its forms, by their un-
swerving allegiance to the principles
they profess. Their lives are their
badge of identification; they are “‘liv-
ing epistles, known and read of all
men.”” And they are the salt of the
earth. . But there are others, well
meaning—many of them, sincere and
honest—many of them who, if out
and out believers in what they pro-
fess, if sufficiently courageous even to
wear a ‘badge, emblematic of ‘‘the
white flower of a blameless life,”
would constitute an army against
which all the forces of evil could not
prevail. And these constitute the
majority. What professing Christians
need is a mark of identification, and
if the daily walk and conversation
are not such as will identify them
then the next best thing would be the
outward and visible emblem.
