For Buttermakers

OTTIAWA, July 2—(CP)—Butter
consumers of Canada will contine to
have the protection of the 35-cente
a-pound price ceiling for another
year but prices paid to farmers iz r
milk sent to creameries will be in-
creased by bonuses to make their
returns more nearly in line with
those of farmers whose milk is used
for cheese, The Canadian Press was
told today by an official source.
