Afghan army commanders.

It-was reported from Delhi that ru-
mers. were: current .coneerning plans
for-a fresh’ assault on Kabul, capital
of .Afghenistan, which was success-
fully: defended recently by govern-
ment troops when insurgents attack-

ed. The rebel tribesmen 1revolted
against King Amanullah’'s reform
laws.
