TO PREVENY TUBERCULOSIS.

Ever since physicians have discovered
that tuberculosis is a germ disease a
number of clever men have devoted their
talents to securing a serum which would
render human beings imwmune from the
bacilli of the disease. One particular Ger-
man doctor has found that a certain kind
of caterpillar is immune against the
tuberculosis of man, cattle, and birds,
Its immunity i8 due, apparently,to the
possession of a special kind of ferment
capable of dissolving the wax on which
the caterpillar feeds, and as the bacillus
of tuberculosis contains 40 per cent of
fat, it is probably dissolved, and so
destroyed, by the same ferment.

To test this theory, he exawined cater-
pillars that had been infected with
tuberculo:is.

The results showed that the
principle in

ferment
was the active resisting
tuberculosis, being capable of dissolving
the bacilli, and then the question immed-
iately arose as to whether an extract made
from the blood of the caterpillar could
be used to give immunity against the
disease.

RESULTS ON GUINEA PIGS.

After some difficulty in making the
extract, he succeeded in getting a salis-
factory preparation, which he used in
experiments upon tuberculosis
pigs Lo test its power of making them

guinea

immune.

Of five tuberculosis guinea pigs treated
with the preparation, three died, but pest
mortem examination showed no trace of
the bacllli, and it was evident that they
had been affected to some extent by the
treatment; the remaining two guinea
pigs were living nine months afterward,
and showed no loss of weight. Fiflteen
others treated in the same way were still
living at the time of writing, several
months after being infected with the
tuberculosis-bacitli.

Although there has developed as yet
nothing definite on which to base hopes of
a cure for tuberculosis, it is evident that
clever men are not idle. Their efforts may

yet result in bringing some relief.
