But whiie it was
in the air nothing was practically
done to introduce it. Liberal grants
were made for education in the Pro-
vinces along the old lines, but no
money was voted for new departures.
The Governments did not move in
the matter and the people were too
inert to act upon a mere theory.

Those who heard Prof. Robertson
yesterday were doubtless all convinced
of the value of manual training. Tha
experience of the Mother Country,
his own observation of its working
there, and his judgment as to the
good effect that may result here will
carry great weight with all Prof.
Robertson is not a man® of mere
theories or *‘fads.”
